Litigation Updates

e An appellate court paused a lower court’s decision which found the
policy that allows for the rapid deportation of migrants to third
countries without providing them a chance to object and raise
concerns for their safety to be unlawful

e Meaning, DHS can continue to deport non citizens to third countries

e Honduras, Guatemala, Uganda, and Ecuador continue to be the only
countries where immigration judges are ordering immigrants
removed to after a motion to pretermit

Board of Immigration Appeals - Appellate  mwvi P%’éEH :

Procedures

e A court blocked three provisions of the interim final rule, including;:
o the summary dismissal provision
o the shortening of the appeals period from 30 to 10 days
o the provision deeming any issue not raised in a Notice of Appeal waived

e However, some provisions remain in place, including:
o simultaneous briefing for all appeals within 20 days, and no reply briefs
o limiting extensions to only where the noncitizen themself can establish
exceptional circumstances (not counsel)
o Changing reference in the regulations from “noncitizen” to “alien”
e The non-blocked provisions of the policy are in effect as of March 9th

Court Blocks Unlawful National Refugee IMMIE] ?@ :

Detention Policy

e Several organizations and refugees filed a lawsuit challenging DHS’s
policy mandating the arrest and detention of refugees who had not
applied for or received permanent residency within one year

e A court granted the organizations’ motion to pause the policy

e The order prevents DHS from enforcing the policy nationwide while
the case proceeds


https://refugeerights.org/news-resources/court-blocks-unlawful-national-refugee-detention-policy

DHS Proposed Rule Limiting Asylum Seeker’s Ability IMMi Pgﬁfﬁ, :

to Apply for Work Permits

Proposed Rule - Comment period ends on 4/24/2026, could go into effect as early as 5/2026

e Pauses processing initial work permits based on asylum: USCIS will stop accepting initial work permit
applications until the agency processes all affirmative asylum applications within an average of 6
months. This could be an indefinite pause given the backlogs.

e Increases in wait times: Applicants would need to wait 1 year (instead of 5 months) after applying for
asylum before applying for a work permit. USCIS would then have at least 180 days (instead of the
current 30-day max) to adjudicate the work permit application.

e Creates bars to EAD eligibility:

o At USCIS’ discretion for any reason

o  Where there is “reason to believe” applicants committed certain crimes

o If the applicant missed the asylum 1-year filing deadline, or missed a biometrics appointment,

asylum interview, or immigration court hearing, with limited exceptions
o  Applicants who entered without inspection UNLESS:
»  Within 48 hours after entry, the applicant expressed intent to file asylum or a fear of

persecution/torture to an immigration officer; can establish “good cause” for Entry
Without Inspection; or are an Unaccompanied Child

federal register 3/3/26. Termination will be effective 5/4/26.
EADs issued under this designation will also expire 5/4/26

e Syria/Haiti: case to be heard by the Supreme Court end of April

e Somalia:

o Termination originally set to take effect 3/17/2026 but US
District Court in Massachusetts has temporarily paused
termination

m Individuals with TPS from Somalia retain work
authorization and protection against deportation and
detention until further court notice

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Visa Bulletin and SI1JS

e The Visa Bulletin controls when someone with Special Immigrant
Juvenile Status may adjust status based on when the application was
submitted (“priority date”)

e The most recent Visa Bulletin shows the priority date in EB-4
Category, the category applicable to individuals with SIJS, as
January 2023, this is significant movement from the prior Visa
Bulletins

e This means many more youth with Special Immigrant Juvenile
Status will be able to apply for adjustment of status

e The Presidential Administration has deployed ICE officers to more
than a dozen U.S. airports
o As of today, Thursday March 26th, SeaTac airport is not included
in the initial list of airports where ICE agents have been deployed

e Per Port Commissioner Hasegawa SEA Airport not impacted by ICE
operations at airports at this time

e Not trained on any TSA tasks, DHS maintains that they are there for
security purposes, and not immigration enforcement

Tips to consider when traveling by airplane - @H :

e If you have a deportation order or are undocumented, it is best to avoid traveling by
plane or going to the airport for any other reason

e Turn off biometrics on your phone, or power your phone down while going through
security lines

e Print a paper boarding pass

e Decline to participate in a biometric/face scan if vou are a US citizen

e Take steps to make encrypted chats on apps like Signal or WhatsApp more secure

e Discuss an emergency plan with your travel group and have emergency contact numbers
written down

Reminder: TSA is Sharing Data with ICE - péf?EH -

e ICE agents detained a woman and her daughter at SFO Airport on Sunday
March 22, 2026, however, this appears to be an unrelated incident to the
Administration announcement of ICE in airports

e It has been confirmed that TSA is sharing airline passenger data with ICE for
individuals believed to have orders of removal

e In the case of the detention of the woman and her daughter in San Francisco
o The woman had an order of removal from 2019

o TSA flagged the woman and her daughter when they showed up on a list
for a flight from San Francisco to Miami

e The US Dept. of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) published a
proposed change to federal regulations on 2/20/26

o Comments are due 4/21/2026

e The rule denies federally subsidized housing to entire families that include a
person who is undocumented

o All individuals in the Public Housing, Housing Choice Voucher, and
certain other community development programs, including all family
members, will have to submit proof of status within 9o days of the
effective date of the rule

Data Sharing Between IRS and ICE - pél?EH S

e Several organizations filed a lawsuit against the government arguing
that the data-sharing agreement between the IRS and ICE was
unlawful

e DC Court of Appeals found that the organizations would not be likely
to succeed in arguing that the argument was unlawful on its face

e However, two lower court orders continue to enjoin the IRS from
sharing address information with DHS because they found the
agencies’ actions under the agreements were likely unlawful

e Only licensed attorneys or fully Dept. of Justice (DOJ) Accredited Representatives can
represent you in immigration court, can provide legal services, and can give legal
advice

o Check credentials: Practicing attorneys have a State-issued bar license; DOJ
Accredited Reps. can be searched here: DOJ Accredited Representatives Roster

e Do not sign documents that are blank, that you do not understand, or that have false
information

e Do not pay money without understanding the process and obtaining a receipt and a
copy of your retainer

e Do get copies of all applications or other documents prepared for you or filed on your
behalf

e If the advice seems too good to be true, get a second opinion

**organizational partners can communicate directly with NWIRP**

Rapid Response Teams
o Trained rapid responders gather initial information, usually connected via local
hotlines to verify that a large-scale raid (immigration enforcement action) is actively
happening

NWIRP lLegal Response Team (Staff and Volunteer Attorneys)

o NWIRP staff and volunteers are mobilized once large-scale raid is confirmed
o Once on-site, provide legal assistance and information
o NWIRP attorneys work with detained community; free immigration legal services
